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PREAMBLE.

MANKIND being, by the infinite wildom
and goodnefs of the great Creator, made ca-
pable of forming themielves into focieties, and
enjoying the bleflings thereof ; every infticu-
tion, which tends to promote friendfhip, or
alleviate the fufferings of our fellow creatures,
merits attention ; and the many friendly aflo-
ciations, formed amosg mankind, are an in-
conteftible proof of their ufefulnefs.

Animated by thefe confiderations, a number
of perfons, in and about Glafgow, agreed, up-
on the twenty-fecond day of Auguft, one
thoufand feven hundred and ninety-one, to
unite themfelves, under the title of THE
. GLASGOW GALLOWAY BROTHERLY

SOCIETY : for the direction of which Society,
and the management of its funds, thc mem-
bers agree to the following

ARTICLES.

L
What perfons can be admitted Members of this Seciety.
No perfons fhall be admitted but fuch as
are above fourteen and under forty-five years
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of age, of a good moral charadter, free from
bodily trouble, and in a vifible way of fupport-
ing themfelves :—born in Galloway, or having
refided there feven years at one time ; or whole
father or grandfather, or wife's father or
grandfather, were born in Galloway, or refided
there feven years, as faid is —And cvery per-
ion who thall enter with this fociety, not th
qualified, fhall forfeit his entry-money —N
members fhall be enrolled but in 2 public
meeting, or at a meeting of the Matter-court.
I
Entry-money and Duarter-aecounts.

Every perfon fhall, at admiflion, pay jfive
Shillings ferling of entry-money, and one fbilling
and a penny fterling of quarter accounts, and
that upon the fecond Monday of Augult, No-
- vember, February and May, yearly. And
while fuch payments fball be regulaily made,
they fhall be entitled, in cafe of need, to ali-
ment (after ipecified) from the time of their
entry. Butif any perfon, within the Cflicer’s
warning, fhall neglect to pay up bis quarter-
accounts, he fhall not be entitled to aliment
till the end of the then quarter, when he will
be admitted, if he pay up his quarter-accounts;
but if four quarters be due he fhall forfeit all
right to the fociety. Perfons without the Of-
ficer’s warning are allowed a year to pay up
their quarter-accounts.  But any member be-
ing abroad, viz. forth of Britain and Ireland,
fhall have liberty to pay up all his quarter-ac-
counts, at any time within fix months after
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his return, and in that event fhall be account-
ed a member of the fociety.

Eledion of Office Bearers.

Urox the fecond Monday of Auguft yearly,
the fociety fhall choofe a Prefes, a Collector,
. and twelve Maiters, as follows-~The Prefes
fhall be chofen by a majority of votes from a
leet of three Managers, appointed by the Di-
rectors at leaft cight days before the election.
---For Collector, one candidate fhall be named
by the Prefes, one by the Mafter-court, and
one by the late Collector, from which three,
one fhall be chofen by a vote of the fociety.
Then the new Prefes fhall choofe three Matters,
the late Prefes and Collector, and the Matfter
of votes, fhall fit Mafters without being voted
upon, other fix fhall be chofen by the focicty
at large, and that whether they be abfent or
prefent. Perfons eleéted Office-bearers, who
refufe to accept, fhall pay as follows, viz. a
Prefes three fbillings, a Colle@or tewo fhillings,
and a Malter one fbrlling, which fums, with all
other fines above fixpence, fhall be added to
the funds of the fociety, and other Office-bear-
ers fhall be chofen in place of thofe refufing.
In all meetings of the Malter-court, five {hall
bea quorum. In the event of the Prefes dying,
or of his going to refide beyond the diftance of
the Oflicer’s warning, the office {hall return to
the laft Prefes. In like event with the Collec-
tor or Mallers, others fhall be chofen in their
place, till next ele@tion. The Clerk to be cho-
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{en annually, or as the fociety may fee occafion,
and to be allowed one guinea of yearly falary.
v

Duty of the Qffice Bearers.

TuePrefes thall prefide in all meetings.--have
all fpeeches addrefied to him---thall have power
to call a meeting of the Directors, ora generak
meeting upon all neceflary occafions---fhall
have his vote on theroll, and the cafting vote
upon a par. The box, in which fhall be de-
pofited all the fociety’s bills, bonds, and valua~
ble papers, fhall belodgedin his houfe, and he
fhall be intrufted with the middle key thereof.

The Collector fhall receive the entry-money,
quarter-accompts, fines, with all bills, bonds,
and other fecurities for the fociety’s money,
and fhall depofite them in the box, and alfo,
by dire@ion of the Managers, he fhall make
all the neceflary difburfements---he fhall be
intrulted with the right-hand key of the box.
He fhall alfo keep an exaét account of all his
intromiffions with the fociety’s funds, and bein
readinefs to give a correét ftate thereof to the
new Mafter-court within fourteen days after
the eleétion, which ftate, when approved of,
fhall be inferted in the fociety’s books by the
Clerk.

The Mafters, in conjunétion with the Prefes
and Colle&or, fhall take the management of
the fociety’s funds; and, two by two, as they
{ftand on the roll, fhall vifit diftrefled members
who apply for aliment.  The Matter firlt cho-
{en by the fociety, fhall keep the icft-hand key
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of the box : and whoever lofes a key fhall re-
place the fame and pay ail damages fultained
by opening the box
~ Fhe Clerk fhall record, in a minute-book,
all the tranfaétions of the fociety ; particularly,
~ an account of all bills, bonds, receipts, debts,
dilburfements, and all the incidental occurren-
ces judged neceffary. The minutes of each
meeting, when inferted in the book, fhail be
fubfcribed by the Prefes and Clerk. The Clerk
fhall alfo keep a roll of the members, arranged
according to their refpective entries, and fhall
take particular notice that all fines be regularly
paid up, and that no perfon be allowed to vote,
who is in arrear either for fines or quarter-ac-
counts..--He fhall alfo give extraéts of rules or
minutes, if required, and fhall charge a red-
fonable allowance for his trouble, from the
members who employ him.  He muit attend
all meetings, when duly warned.

The Officer is to warn all the members, who
refide within two miles of theCrofs of Glaigow,
to every meeting, flated and occafional, to at-
tend at all meetings, to carry the box when
neceflary, and do every thing elle pertaining
to faid office, for whicly he is to reccive twenty
Jbilings yearly, and one frilling for every time
he is employed to warn the {ociety to the bu-
rial of 2 member who 1s not a penfioner; but
he is to warn the fociety gratis to the burial
of a penfioner, if defired---and he is to be e-
lected annually along with the other Office-
bearers,
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Vi
Mectings, flated and occafional.

Besipes the mecting on the tecnd Monday
of Augufl, yearly, tor choofing v anagers, &c.
the Prefes thall call a general ineeting on the
fecond Mondaiy of November, Febroary and
May yearly. for collecting quartcr-iccounts,
with whatever other meetings there may be oc-
calion for. He fhall alfo, when there is occa-
fion, call meetings of the Mafter-court to agﬁ |
place within the Officer’s warning.  And ‘
fuch Managers as are above half an hour late,
or ablent altogether, thall be liable to tuch a
fine as the court may fee meet toimpufe. Any
member who choofes, may be prefent at mect-
ings of the Maftcr-court, provided he do not
interrupt the bufinefs. No meeting, public
or private, fhall be warned lefs than twenty-
four hours before the time of meeting, unlefs
on very prefling bufinefs.---When an occafion-
al meeting is called, the bufinefs to be done
muft be mentioned in the mandate.

VL. ;
Aliment to difircffed Members, and allowance for Funerals,
within the Officer’s warning.

Axy member, being difabled from following
his ordinary bufinefs, and applying for aliment,
fhall be vifited by two Mafters, and if his repre-
fentation be found true, he fhall, within forty-
eight hours of his application, be allowed three

Shillings per week, if able to go about, and five
Jhillings per week, if confined to bed.---But
when any member fhall have been twelve
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months a penfioner, his aliment fhall be redu-
ced to one fhilling and fixpence per week, if
likely to continue long on the funds. When
any member, within the Officers warning,
dies in indigent circumftances, if application
be made to the Prefes and Direétors, they or
“any two deputed by them, fhall expend a fum
not exceeding one guinea upon his funeral, and
all the members, it warned, fhall attend his
yurial,

Aliment to diflrefled Menliers, and allowance for Funerals,
f without the Officer’s warning.
¢ Mempzrs reliding without the bounds of
: the Officer’s warning, who apply for aliment,
, muft fend a certificate of their inability to
i work, mentioning whether they are able to go
about, or confined to bed, attcfied by the mi-
® nifter and two elders of the parifh where the
refide, or by three elders in abience of the ma-
nifter, or by a magifirate or furgeon. They
may receive aliment though their quarter-ac-
counts be not clear, only the quarter-accounts
fliall be flopped off their firft aliment.---The
aliment to be fent by any conveyance they
fhall point out, and to be ftopped when they
are no longer certified to be in diftrefs..--When
any member, without the bounds of the Offi-
cer’'s warning. dies in indigent circumflances,
one guinea thall be allowed towards defraying his
funcral charges, if applied for in courfe of poft.
